A message from Judi, our Rector …. 
 
Dear Friends 
Last Saturday, May 9th at midday, a young man named Phil Packer crossed the 
finishing line of the London Marathon and was presented with his medal by Sir 
Steve Redgrave.  I know many thousands of competitors had crossed the finish-
ing line long before Phil in this years marathon, and many had amazing stories 
to tell of their endurance and achievements in competing in this event – and 
rightly so, but Phil Packer’s story is also quite remarkable, for in February 2008 
following a rocket attack while in Iraq he lost the use of both his legs and was 
told he would never walk again. 
 
I wonder what Phil’s initial reaction was to this devastating news. Whatever it 
was, I think he must have great determination and spirit and a love of life for, just 
a little over a year after being given this news, he was at the start of the mara-
thon and walked 26.2 miles – approximately 52,400 steps at 2 miles a day – the 
maximum his doctor would allow him to undertake, completing the route in 
13days raising money for the charity ‘Help for Heroes’.  His aim is to raise £1 
million to help wounded British servicemen and women. 
 
Every day we can read or hear stories of people whose lives have been turned 
upside down by events beyond their control; times when all sense of security 
can seem to disappear; loss of job, health or mobility perhaps or the death of a 
loved one. Most of us, when we look back over our lives so far, can also remem-
ber times when we wonder now ‘however did we cope’. 
 
As I listened to Phil Packer’s story I thought again of Jesus’ words reminding us 
how much our heavenly Father cares about the birds of the air, yet they do not 
sow or reap nor gather into barns; and how beautiful the lilies of the field are, yet 
they neither toil nor spin. When we see all the wonder of creation around us, 
then we can be assured that God’s love and care is even greater than this for 
us, his children. 
 
Jesus tells us that our heavenly Father knows all the necessary  things we need 
and will give them to us – and that we do not need to worry about tomorrow – for 
tomorrow will bring troubles of its own. 
 
Stories like that of Phil Packer can perhaps teach us some of the truth of Jesus’ 
words, for we are surely given the strength for one day at a time and we have no 
need to waste that strength worrying too much about the future which is un-
known. Our responsibility is to be good stewards of what we have now and to 
look forward to the future in hope, trusting in our heavenly Father – and like Phil, 
take life one step at a time.
