A message from Judi, our Rector é. 

 

Dear Friends 

 
Walking up to church this week, I notice the conkers are nearly ready to fall, berries are 

ripening rapidly in the hedgerows, and one morning the grass was covered with those 

wonderful, delicate, sparkling webs that seem to appear from nowhere! Yes! Autumn is 

here again, a season I love, and soon we will be celebrating with Harvest Thanksgiving 

Services within our churches. 

 

This year has not been an easy year for many farmers in this countryï the floods in many 

parts have destroyed crops and we know there will be a poor pea harvest, and wheat will 

apparently rise in price too. The thankfully short and contained outbreak of foot and 

mouth disease was also devastating for many people, and all this affects a much wider 

community, ourselves included, even if we do not actually work on the land. 

 

However I doubt if any of us will actually go hungry ï really hungry during the next 

year ï neither will we go for weeks without fresh water (even our own countries flood 

victims earlier this year obtained limited quantities of bottled water quite quickly). Yes, 

we may have to adjust our diet and replace frozen peas with another vegetable for a 

while, but locally the blackberries look good in the hedgerows, and even I have been 

picking runner beans from my garden thanks to some thoughtful person who planted 

four plants for me back in the spring! So as we celebrate we will also remember those 

less fortunate than ourselves in other places in the world. 

 

Over the years the tradition of bring fresh fruit and vegetables to our churches for the 

harvest has dwindled slightly ï it has not always been quite so easy to distribute gifts 

afterwards, but here in Hail Weston we are hoping you will rise to the occasion this year 

and join us to decorate the church with fresh or tinned fruit and vegetables and flowers 

which will then be given to St Johnôs Hospice at Moggerhangger. 

 
As we celebrate, the produce around us will reflect something of the wonders of Godôs 

many gifts in creation needed for our wellbeing, but we will also be giving thanks for 

our own gifts of time and talents. For just as the people who decorate the churches with 

flowers and produce reflect something of the harvest of their gifts of time and talent, so 

each of us can give thanks for our own gifts and talents given by God.

My name is Caren and I, my partner Paul and our two cats Oscar and Twgls moved to 

Pound Close in the village in the middle of July this year. 

 

This was an exciting move for all of us. Paul was moving closer to his family, I had a 

beautiful home and my pride and joys of 9 years had a fantastic garden to adventure 

in and luscious green surroundings to enjoy. 

 

Little did we expect that our hearts would be broken on Friday the 24th of August 

when our precious Twgls was killed by a car on the corner opposite Pound Close.  

 

We were very fortunate that we have such kind neighbours, Barry and his family of 

Newtown who took her off the road and Kathy and Keith of Pound Close who kept 

her safe until we arrived home. We owe them a huge debt of grati-

tude for the respect they showed her. 

 

Twgls was a very affectionate and humorous cat who for the last 

two years had stayed mainly indoors because she did not enjoy 

living so close to the A6 in Bedford; although for the 7 years be-

fore that had proved that the outdoors was fun and loved to watch 

nature. When we moved to Pound Close she returned to a happy 

cat full of energy and forever chasing butterflies in the garden or 

watching passers by from the garden path. We now also know that 

her adventurous bug had stretched to exploring the field opposite 

Pound Close and Newtown where we assume she was returning from when her life 

was taken. 

 

Oscar (her brother) is now a lost little cat without her, but with our love and fuss he 

along with us will come through it I hope given time. 

 

My purpose in writing this is to thank our new neighbours for their respect and sup-

port, to show Twgls we love her and will always miss her hugely (I have cried every 

day) and to kindly ask people to slow down whilst approaching and going around the 

Pound Close corner.  

In talking to neighbours, so many precious moggies have been killed there and each 

one is a devastating loss. It doesnôt take much to slow down and we are in no rush to 

lose our loved little ones. 

 

We have received two newsletters since weôve been here and I felt it was a great way 

to talk to the village about what Iôm sure all pet owners feel is an issue taken far less 

seriously that it should be. The grief is greatly underestimated and is very painful as 

you are losing a friend and a family member in such a tragic and unnecessary way. 

God Bless our precious Twgls.
